Batteries - Auto, Alkaline, Rechargeable & Button Cell

Mercury Thermometers and Thermostats

E-WASTE – Computer monitors, TV’s, computer towers, acces-
sories, printers, faxes, phones, cell phones and small applianc-

White Waste – washers, dryers, freezers, stoves, refrigerators
